At the end of the first year, applicants
for the DD program with a GPA of 3.0
or higher, TOEFL iBT 70, or IELTS 6.0
or higher will be selected through
an interview. After the end of the
winter semester of the second year,
candidates will be re-evaluated for
the courses required for admission
to NAU. Candidates with a GPA of 3.2
or higher will be recommended as
finalists for admission to NAU. NAU
will then make the final selection
and admission to NAU's DD program.
